Most would agree that clean and healthy water is essen-
tial to wellness. But what many might not understand is that
tap water — and even most bottled water — aren't optimal
choices.

As owner of One Water Systems, Kevin Worsfold has made
it his goal to educate consumers about this and to offer them
a better water solution. His company sells whole-house
water treatment systems that ensure healthy and safe water
for every faucet, whether for drinking, cooking or bathing.

“Water is the biggest issue that people have sickness
with, not food,” said Worsfold, who worked in the food and
health business for 15 years before he began researching the
water industry. In 2006, he started One Water Systems in
Oceanside after realizing the great impact that water has on
health and wanting to help families.

“Itruly believe when young people, babies are exposed to
cleaner water, they're going to have a better life," continued
Worsfold.

Municipalities do their best when treating tap water, but
it'snot possible for them to remove all contaminants, he
said. Most bottled water is filtered through reverse osmosis
which takes away contaminants but strips water of essential
minerals; this demineralized water ensures a longer shelf
life.

But imported bottled water brands such as Perrier, Fiji
and Evian not only are free of contaminants but also preserve
minerals. Still, they can be costly and high in price.

One Water Systems offers the same pure and mineral-rich
quality found in these imported brands at a much lower cost
and without the waste to landfills, according to Worsfold.

“It eliminates the need to buy plastic bottles," he said.

Since they are whole-house systems, the systems deliver
the same clean and healthy water to bathrooms as well as
kitchens. Clean water is even more essential for bathing,
said Worsfold, noting that a body absorbs more (including
undesirables such as chlorine and fluoride) in a 20-minute

shower than what a person drinks in a day.

For a custom fit to each home, One Water Systems offers
eight different sizes of its whole-house water systems, which
vary depending on the size of the house and its water line.

The systems clean water with granular activated carbon,
which removes contaminants such as chlorine (used by
municipalities to kill bacteria), pesticides, solvents, and
volatile organic compounds which leach in through porous
underground pipes. Kinetic degradation fluxion removes
bacteria, and mineral quartz removes sediment from the
water,

The systems don't use magnets or salt; salt is often used
to soften water but removes healthy minerals. Instead, the
One Water Systems treatment softens with electronic im-
pulses, making the water less corrosive and unable to cause
buildup in pipes. The systems require no maintenance and no
filters to change.

“It's cleaning the pipes. It’ cleaning the water. It’ doing
the job right,Worsfold said.

One Water Systems has a focus on customer service,
checking in after the systems have been set up. There’s
afollow-up call and a free water test within a month of
installation. Also, every year, staff inspect the system free of
charge. One Water Systems offers an unconditional 10-year
quarantee with free repairs.

System costs vary, but the cost typically works out to
be less than a dollar a day, compared to the average family
spending $60 to $100 a month on bringing drinking water to
the home, Worsfold said.

One Water Systems, which has 10 employees, has served
thousands of customers in San Diego County, and systems
are sold directly to homeowners as well as general contrac-
tors, builders and plumbers. The product comes from an
Arizona company, which issues distribution rights, currently
to 27 states. Worsfold is the sole distributor in California.
